2. Changed hotel prices in Sofia.  
EPF informed the organiser of the Open Europeans that  the requested hotel prices for the competition hotel Diana in Sofia  were higher than standard prices for these hotel categories. 
The meet director, Christo Meranzov, informed that hotel Diana is of the highest category (cat. 3). Normal prices for this category are $ 18-36 per person/night in double room. 

To negotiate a lower accommodation price (than initially offered in the invitation) was difficult as the owner of the hotel was different from owner of the restaurant. 

However, Mr. Meranzov  did his best and succeeded in negotiating considerably lowered prices:
1. Hotel rates per person/night:  

     double room-27 EUROS per person,single-40 EUROS to pay to the reception.

2. Breakfast: 3 EUROS per person/day to pay separately to the reception desk.


Thank you to Mr. Meranzov for this good news to all participants!


3. The Danube Cup 2003 in Kiskörös, Hungary.

That competition was a great success for Powerlifting and the local meet director Istvan did set up a good venue. The bars were Eleiko bars but the plates were from ATLAS – made by a local manufacturer in Hungary. 
EPF require IPF approved bars and plates at all European championships and cups – otherwise a fine will be issued. Eleiko bar is approved but not Atlas plates.
EPF has decided to only give a warning to the Hungarian PF this time and not request any fine.

The reason for not issuing a fine is that EPF want to honour the otherwise good technical and social standard of the championships and  the fact that this is the first EPF cup after the new rule was instituted (to pay a fee of €1500 for not using approved bars and plates). Besides, the Atlas plates have been checked to apply to the IPF standard.


But there was one very positive happening to make known here, the Sponsor of the Hungarian paid the accomodation for all competing women, what was honored by all participating Nations.

Thanks to the Hungarian Federation and its two leaders Andras Ronaszeki and Laszlo Nemeth.

4. Other Information.

A.) Membershipfee Most nations now have paid the membership fee 2003 except the following: 

EST, LAT, BUL, ICE, GEO, BLR, CYP, BHG. They must pay before the Congress or they have no voice and no vote. And its costs now 280 € for 3 moths too late.

B.) The Switzerland Federation has left EPF and IPF. I suggested to some of their lifters to form a 

new federation. Until that time they will start for the Austrian federation.

C.) I wanted to publish here the invitation for the Masters European Powerlifting Championships     but still I have not receive the details from Hungary. The hosting place will be on the western beach of the Balaton lake in the northern area.

D. A questionnaire was sent out in November 
to fill in the  federation’s EC members. Only 21 member federations did return it with the required information  -   so again, I ask all other nations to send it to me. Still some are missing

E. On the backside you’ll find the Calendar of Events.

F. Congress Agenda is enclosed.  Each Congress delegates are asked to bring the Agenda to the Congress.    The Agenda will also be published at the EPF web.
